The "new" merge experience—which has been rolling out and refined over the last couple of
years—is designed to be a more deliberate, step-by-step process compared to the older

legacy tools. Here are the key aspects of the current merge feature:

1. The Three-Step Workflow
The process is now broken down into three distinct phases to ensure accuracy:

+ Step 1: Comparison: You see the "Duplicate" person on the left and the "Surviving"
person on the right. This step is for a high-level review to decide if they are actually the

same person.

« Step 2: Selection: You decide which pieces of information (dates, places, relationships)

should be kept. You can move individual facts from the left column to the right. If the

surviving person has a "vague" date (like just a year) and the duplicate has a "specific"

TAPED INTERVIEW BETWEEN ERMA PERKINS CRAWFORD AND HER BROTHER, DOYLE
PERKING, AT HIS TRAILER HOME IN MONTICELLO, UTAH, ON 07 APRIL 1987

First, Doyle, tell me when and where you were born.

2OYLE : 1 was born 18 April 1914 in Monticello, Utah. I was
the second child of Richard Leonard and Ada Hunt PerkKine., Mother died
when 1 was nearly 5 1/2 years old and I was 8 years when Dad died.

ERMA : Were you bern in the same house that Elaine and I were
- our old home? <

DOYLE : No, I was born where the Convenience store is now, in &
little lumber shack behind or attached to the old Rock House where
Grandpa and Grandma Perkins lived. Mother and Dad were in the process
of having the house built where you and Elaine were born. Dad was
helping to build it. <

ERMA : What is your earliest recollection of Mother and Daddy?

DOYLE : Well, I went freighting with Dad several times over to
Dolores and Mancos In a wagon hitched to a team of horses to gather
supplies and haul them back. On one trip Dad bought me a horse and we
brought it back at the same time. 2

On one of the trips when we camped, they were dpinking
coffee and Dad gave me a small cup and put some salt in it instead of
sugar. I snuck around the wagon, poured it out, then went and got
come fresh coffee. I never put sugar and cream in coffee after that
and 1’ve been drinking it ever since. That’s about all 1 can remember
until 1 started to school.

Oh, yes, there was a time we went down to Hart Draw
when a bunch of guys from around here were proving up on homesteads
there. There was Heber Wilson, George Spencer, his brother, Brig
Spencer, and two or three others 1 don’t remember. They proved™up on
the land and built an irrigation ditch to supply water from Foy Lake
(named after Claude Foy) #or their land, since the water was rupning
from springs. -

Dad and I were there helping Hebe and some of the rest
make little reservoirs to irrigate with. One time Jay Wilson W Wit
his Dad and ! was with mine. They had a big work colt which Jay and
would ride double cver to the pond. One day we roce to the pond
without clothes on and the colt decided to lie down in the wateP with
us. The water wasn’t very deep, and we just waded out. Wif (Wilford
Christensen) ended up with the big bay colt, but I can’t remember what
he called him. &
